 After analyzing the primary sources in the lesson, create 
a Flipsnack digital magazine to “tell the story” of how minority 
groups and women were either included in war efforts or 
marginalized as a result of prejudice. 

 
Step 1: ​  Create a FREE FlipSnack account. 
http://www.flipsnack.com/login.html 
 
Step 2: ​  Locate images. These images must be saved as JPG or PDF files. 
You may use sources from the lesson. 

Step 3: ​  Write explanations for each image to “tell the story” of how 
minority groups were either included in the war effort or marginalized as 
a result of prejudice.  Make sure to include women, 
African-Americans, and Japanese-Americans.  These can be created 
using programs such as Word or PowerPoint but must be saved 
separately as PDF or JPG files.  The explanations should be brief (no 
more than one paragraph). 

Step 4: ​ Upload your files to your Flipsnack project.  Place these in 
the order you would like for them to appear.  Be sure to preview 
your final product and Publish. 

Step 5: ​  Share your FlipSnack link.  Find the World War II 
Americans on the Home Front Digital Magazine assignment in 
Edmodo and click ‘Turn It In’.  Then, in the submission textbox, 
paste the share link URL.  (The URL should work even if you are 
not logged in.  Test your submission link to be sure.)  Lastly, 
click ‘Submit’ to turn in your assignment. 

(If you choose, you may use another digital medium to create your digital 
magazine, such as PowerPoint or PRezi.  Make sure to review your Edmodo 

upload to make sure the file is attached or the link works.)
